a    Every supply agency and farmer that uses the 
products can dispose of their used crop plastics 
at an ERDE collection point. 

a  Every company that collects plastics integrated 
in ERDE can become an ERDE collection point.

*  When disposing, one of the collection point’s trained inspectors will check the crop plastics for compliance with these criteria.

Sustainable silage management 

The collected plastics are reduced to small pieces, washed 
and melted down into regrind (recycling) to then be used in 
countless plastic products.

Through the collaboration with ERDE, the recoverable 
substance cycle is completed, resources are conserved and 
the environment is protected.

Everyone assumes responsibility 
so that used crop plastics can 
become raw materials!
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ERDE is a unique recovery concept for crop plastics in Euro-
pe. Large quantities of agricultural fi lms as well as nets, baler 
twine and nonwovens are used in agriculture every year. Con-
scientious and environmentally friendly recovery and recycling 
are particularly important in an industry that is so close to 
nature as agriculture.
